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Driving Directions

Massachusetts Turnpike (Route 90 East)
From west of Boston follow the Turnpike east to exit 18, “Brighton/Cambridge” (a left hand exit).
After paying the toll, bear right following the signs for Cambridge. You will already see the Hotel.
Make a right turn in front of the Hotel at the second traffic light. The hotel driveway is 100 yards
on the right off the entrance ramp to Storrow Drive.

Massachusetts Turnpike (Route 90 West)
From Downtown Boston follow the Turnpike west to exit 20, “Brighton/Cambridge” exit. After
paying the toll, bear right following the signs for Cambridge. You will already see the Hotel.
Make a right turn in front of the Hotel at the second traffic light. The hotel driveway is 100 yards
on the right off the entrance ramp to Storrow Drive.

Storrow Drive East
Follow Storrow Drive east to the “Central Square” exit. Go through two sets of traffic lights, pass
briefly in front of the Hotel, and make the next right into the Hotel driveway. (The hotel driveway
is 100 yards on the right off the entrance ramp to Storrow Drive.)

Storrow Drive West
From downtown Boston follow Storrow Drive to the “Central Square/ Mass Turnpike” exit. On the
exit ramp, keep in the left lane. As you come through the traffic light make a U turn to your left.
Make the next right turn into the Hotel driveway. (The hotel driveway is 100 yards on the right off
the entrance ramp to Storrow Drive.)

From Logan Airport
Follow signs for the Ted Williams Tunnel. Follow signs onto the Mass Turnpike West. Follow the
Turnpike west to exit 20, “Brighton/Cambridge”. After paying the toll, bear right following the
signs for Cambridge. You will already see the Hotel. Make a right turn in front of the Hotel at the
second traffic light. The hotel driveway is 100 yards on the right off the entrance to Storrow Drive.

From the North via Route 95 South
Take exit 25 for the Massachusetts Turnpike. Follow the Turnpike east to exit 18,
“Brighton/Cambridge,” a left-hand exit. After paying the toll, bear right following the signs for
Cambridge. You will already see the Hotel. Make a right turn in front of the Hotel at the second
traffic light. The hotel driveway is 100 yards on the right off the entrance to Storrow Drive.

From the North via Route 93 South
Follow route 93 South to exit 26 for the Leverett Connector/Storrow Drive. Follow signs onto
Storrow Drive. Follow Storrow Drive to the “Central Square/ Mass Turnpike exit”. On the exit
ramp keep in the left lane. As you come through the traffic light make a U turn to your left. Make
the next right turn into the Hotel driveway. The hotel driveway is 100 yards on the right off the
entrance to Strorrow Drive.

From the South via Route 95 North
Take exit 25 for the Massachusetts Turnpike. Follow the Turnpike east to exit 18, the
Brighton/Cambridge exit (a left hand exit). After paying the toll, bear right following the signs for
Cambridge. You will already see the Hotel. Make a right turn in front of the Hotel at the traffic
light. The hotel driveway entrance is 100 yards on the right.
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From the South via Route 93 North
Take exit 20 from route 93 for the Massachusetts Turnpike. Follow the Turnpike west to exit 20,
the Brighton/Cambridge exit After paying the toll, bear right following the signs for Cambridge.
You will already see the Hotel. Make a right turn in front of the Hotel at the traffic light. The hotel
driveway is 100 yards on the right on the entrance ramp to Storrow Drive.

Parking

Parking is available in our attached secured garage. Discounted self-parking for overnight guests
is $25/night and Valet parking is also available at $30/night, both with unlimited in/out privileges.
Event parking is $10 for up to 8 hours and $2/hr thereafter; many groups make special
arrangements so be sure to check with your function’s registration desk or host upon arrival.
There is a special flat rate of $5 for those attending a show at Scullers Jazz Club or dining in our
restaurant and limited to the time of the show/dinner. Valet parking is also available for events,
Scullers and the restaurants for a nominal additional fee, just pull up to the front entrance of the
hotel. The garage is an automated system so all tickets must be validated/paid inside the hotel
prior to your departure.

Logan Airport

There are several options for getting from Boston Logan Airport to the hotel:

1. Taxis are your best and easiest bet. Cabs are located outside all baggage terminals. It is now a very
short ride of about 10 minutes (8 miles) via the new tunnel on the Mass Pike (I-90 W). Cost is about $50,
with tip, due to tolls. (NOTE: this includes the new fare increase that was effective September 1, 2008.)

2. Second easiest option is a private shuttle. We have had great success with K & L Transportation.
Advance reservations are required by calling 617-240-5004. Cost varies from $14 to $20 per person
depending on occupancy, plus gratuity. They may make other stops along the way

3. The closest subway station (the “T” as it is called in Boston) is Central Square on the Red Line which is
one mile away from the hotel. There are two ways to get to the Central Square station via public
transportation. One requires taking a free MASSPORT shuttle bus from airline terminal to the Blue Line
subway station and boarding any inbound train to the Government Center station, switch to any Green
Line train “westbound” one stop to Park Street station, and then switch to the Red Line taking any
“outbound” towards “Alewife” to Central Square station. The second option is to board the Silver Line bus
directly from your airline terminal and take it to the South Station stop. At South Station switch to the Red
Line and take any “inbound” train to the Central Square station. The hotel is a one mile walk straight
down River Street towards the Charles River. We are on the intersection of River Street and Storrow
Drive, just over the river on the Boston side. Further information may be obtained via www.MBTA.com .

4. Should you elect to obtain a rental car, then you want to follow the signs to I-90 West/Massachusetts
Turnpike via the Ted Williams Tunnel to exit 20 “Brighton/Cambridge.” After paying the toll, bear right
towards Cambridge; you will see the hotel on the right. Right at the second light as if you were getting
onto “Storrow Drive — East” towards downtown Boston. The driveway to the hotel is off the entrance
ramp to Storrow Drive. At the time of check-in, the Front Desk will provide you a key that will access both
your room and the garage. Self Parking is $25/night and Valet Parking is $30/night with unlimited in/out
privileges in our attached garage. Do keep in mind that driving in Boston is tricky as the road
configurations are former cow paths and not laid out in grid fashion. Further, parking is very tight and
expensive.

In any case, be sure you specify to your driver that you are going to the Doubletree Guest Suites on Soldiers
Field Road. There are several Doubletrees in town and this often leads to confusion.

Amtrak:

Should you be arriving by Amtrak train, it is best to disembark at the Back Bay Station, which is the second
stop from the end. Depending upon the arrival of your train, our complimentary Hotel shuttle may be able to
pick you up from the Copley shuttle stop located one block away from the main entrance of Back Bay Station.
(The shuttle generally has pickups at :10 after the hour.) However, this requires coordination and
reservations are required by calling the Concierge Desk at 617.562.4104. You may find it easier to simply
take a cab to the hotel, again insist on using the Mass Pike, and should cost about $15. K & L Transportation
is also available.

Should you stay on the train until the end, you end up at South Station. We do not have a shuttle stop near

this station so your best bet is either a cab (about $20 via the Mass Pike) or K & L Transportation at 617-240-
5004.

In any case, be sure you specify to your driver that you are going to the Doubletree Guest Suites on Soldiers
Field Road. There are several Doubletrees in town and this often leads to confusion.

Public Transportation (The “T.")

The closest stop to the hotel is “Central Square” on the Red Line in Cambridge. The hotel is a one-mile
walk straight down River Street towards the Charles River. The hotel is located on the Boston side of the
River at the intersection of the River Street Bridge and Storrow Drive/Soldiers Field Road.
