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1. Overview

The Human Lumican Enzyme-Linked Immunosorbent Assay (ELISA) kit
(ab213809) is designed for the quantitative detection of Human
Lumican in cell culture supernatants, serum and plasma (heparin).

The ELISA kit is based on standard sandwich enzyme-linked
immunosorbent assay technology. A polyclonal antibody from goat
specific for Lumican has been pre-coated onto 96-well plates.
Standards (Expression system for standard: NSO; Immunogen
sequence: Q19-N338) and test samples are added to the wells, a
biotinylated detection polyclonal antibody from goat specific for
Lumican is added subsequently and then followed by washing with
1X Wash Buffer. Avidin-Biotin-Peroxidase Complex was added and
unbound conjugates were washed away with 1X Wash Buffer. HRP
substrate TMB was used to visualize HRP enzymatic reaction. TMB
was catalyzed by HRP to produce a blue color product that
changed into yellow after adding acidic TMB Stop Solution. The
density of yellow is proportional to the Human Lumican amount of
sample captured in plate.

Lumican, also known as LUM, is a protein which in humans is
encoded by the LUM gene. This gene is a member of the small
interstitial proteoglycan gene (SIPG) family, and it is a keratan
sulfate proteoglycan which presents large quantities in the corneal
sfroma and in interstitial collagenous matrices of the heart, aorta,
skeletal muscle, skin and intervertebral discs. Lumican is mapped to
12921.33. It interacts with collagen and limits growth of fibrils in
diameter. In the cornea, Lumican not only interacts with collagen
molecules to limit fibril growth, but also plays a critical role in the
regular spacing of fibrils and acquisition of corneal transparency by
virtue of its keratan sulfate-containing glycosaminoglycan side
chains LDC.
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2. Protocol Summary

Prepare all reagents, samples, and standards as instructed

Add 100 uL standard or sample to appropriate wells
Incubate at 37°C for 90 minutes

Add 100 uL biotinylated Antibody in to all wells
Incubate at 37°C for 60 minutes

Wash each well three fimes with 300 uL 1X Wash Buffer

Add 100 uL ABC working solution
Incubate at 37°C for 30 minutes

Wash each well five times with 300 uL 1X Wash Buffer
Add 90 uL of prepared TMB

Incubate at 37°C in dark for 15-25 minutes

Add 100 uL TMB Stop Solution and read OD at 450 nm within 30
minutes

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7. Materials Required, Not Supplied

These materials are not included in the kit, but will be required to
successfully perform this assay:

— Microplate reader capable of measuring absorbance at
450 nm.

- Automated plate washer.
—  Multi- and single-channel pipettes.
— Clean tubes and Eppendorf tubes.
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8. Technical Hints

— Samples generating values higher than the highest standard
should be further diluted in the appropriate sample dilution
buffers.

— Avoid foaming or bubbles when mixing or reconstituting
components.

— Avoid cross contamination of samples or reagents by changing
fips between sample, standard and reagent addifions.

— Ensure plates are properly sealed or covered during incubation
steps.

— Don't let the ?26-well plate dry, for a dry plate will inactivate
active components on plate.

— Complete removal of all solutions and buffers during wash steps
is necessary to minimize background.

— All samples should be mixed thoroughly and gently.
— Avoid multiple freeze/thaw of samples.

— When generating positive control samples, it is advisable to
change pipeftte tips after each step.

— Before using the kit, spin tubes and bring down all components
to the bottom of tubes.

— Inorder to avoid marginal effect of plate incubation due o
temperature difference (reaction may be stronger in the
marginal wells), it is suggested that the diluted ABC and TMB
solution will be pre-warmed in 37°C for 30 minutes before using.

- To avoid high background always add samples or standards to
the well before the addition of the antibody cocktail.

— This kit is sold based on number of tests. A ‘'test’ simply refers to a
single assay well. The number of wells that contain sample,
control or standard will vary by product. Review the protocol
completely to confirm this kit meets your requirements. Please
contact our Technical Support staff with any questions.
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9. Reagent Preparation

Equilibrate all reagents to room temperature (18-25°C) prior to

use. The kit contains enough reagents for 96 wells.

Prepare only as much reagent as is needed on the day of the

experiment.

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Anti-Human Lumican coated Microplate (12 x 8 wells)
One plate of 96 wells. Ready to use. Store at -20°C.

Lyophilized recombinant Human Lumican standard (2 x 10 ng)

Lumican standard solution should be prepared no more than
2 hours prior to the experiment. Two tubes of Lumican
standard (2 x 10 ng) are included in each kit. Use one tube
for each experiment.

Add 1 mL sample diluent buffer into one tube to create
10,000 pg/mL of Human Lumican stock solution. Keep the
tube at room temperature for 10 minutes and mix thoroughly.

Biotinylated anti-Human Lumican antibody

The solution should be prepared no more than 2 hours prior to
the experiment.

The total volume should be: 100 pL /well x (the number of
wells). (Allowing 100 uL — 200 uL more than total volume)
Biotinylated anti-Human Lumican antibody should be diluted
in 1:100 with the antibody diluent buffer and mixed thoroughly.
(i.e. Add 1 uL Biotinylated anti-Human Lumican antibody to

99 uL antibody diluent buffer.)

Avidin-Biotin-Peroxidase Complex (ABC)

Before use, briefly centrifuge the tubes in case any of the
contents are trapped in the lid or sticking to the tube walls.
The solution should be prepared no more than 1 hour prior to
the experiment.

The total volume should be: 100 pyL/well x (the number of
wells). (Allowing 100 uL - 200 uL more than total volume)
Avidin- Biotin-Peroxidase Complex (ABC) should be diluted in
1:100 with the ABC dilution buffer and mixed thoroughly. (i.e.
Add 1 yL ABC to 99 uL ABC diluent buffer.)

10.Standard Preparation

10.1  To prepare standards, label 6 Eppendorf tubes with
5,000 pg/mL, 2,500 pg/mL, 1,250 pg/mlL, 625 pg/mL,
312.5 pg/mL and 156.25 pg/mL respectively.
10.2  Aliguot 300 uL of the sample diluent buffer info each tube.
10.3 Add 300 pL of the above 10,000 pg/mL Lumican solution into
15t tube and mix.
10.4  Transfer 300 ulL from 15" tube to 29 tube and mix. Transfer
300 pL from 279 tube to 3@ tube and mix, and so on.

A Note: The standard solutions are best used within 2 hours. The
10,000 pg/mL standard solution should be stored at 4°C for up o
12 hours, or at -20°C for up to 48 hours. Avoid repeated freeze-thaw

cycles.
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11.Sample Preparation

Store samples to be assayed within 24 hours at 4°C. For long-term
storage, aliquot and freeze samples at -20°C. Avoid repeated
freeze-thaw cycles.

— Serum: Allow the serum to clot in a serum separator tube (about
4 hours) at room temperature. Centrifuge at approximately
1,000 x g for 15 minutes. Analyze the serum immediately or
aliguot and store samples at -20°C.

— Cell culture supernatant: Remove particulates by centrifugation,
assay immediately or aliquot and store samples at -20°C.

— Plasma: Collect plasma using heparin as an anficoagulant.
Centrifuge for 15 minutes at 1,000 x g within 30 minutes of
collection. Assay immediately or aliguot and store samples at
-20°C.

It is recommended to estimate the concentration of the target
protein in the sample and select a proper dilution factor so that the
diluted target protein concentration falls near the middle of the
linear regime in the standard curve. Dilute the sample using the
provided diluent buffer. The following is a guideline for sample
dilution. Several trials may be necessary in practice. The sample
must be well mixed with the diluents buffer.

— High target protein concentration (100,000 pg/mL-
1,000,000 pg/mL). The working dilution is 1:100. i.e. Add 1 pL
sample into 99 uL sample diluent buffer.

— Medium target protein concentration (10,000 pg/mL-

100,000 pg/mL). The working dilution is 1:10. i.e. Add 10 pL
sample into 90 yL sample diluent buffer.

- Low target protein concentration (156 pg/mL-10,000 pg/mL). The
working dilution is 1:2. i.e. Add 50 pyL sample to 50 yL sample
diluent buffer.

— Very Low target protein concentration (0 pg/mL-156 pg/mL). No
dilution necessary, or the working dilution is 1:2.
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12. Assay Procedure

It is recommended to assay all standards, controls and samples

in duplicate.

The ABC working solution and TMB color developing agent must

be kept warm at 37°C for 30 minutes before use. When diluting
samples and reagents, they must be mixed completely and
evenly. Standard Lumican detection curve should be prepared
for each experiment. The user will decide sample dilution fold by
crude estimation of Lumican amount in samples.

Aliquot 100 uL per well of the 10,000 pg/mL, 5,000 pg/mL,
2,500 pg/mL, 1,250 pg/mL, 625 pg/mL, 312.5 pg/mL and
156.25 pg/mL Human Lumican standard solutions into the pre-
coated 96-well plate.

Add 100 uL of the sample diluent buffer into the control well
(Zero well).

Add 100 uL of each properly diluted sample of Human cell
culture supernatants, serum or plasma (heparin) fo each
empty well. See “Sample Preparation” above for details. It is
recommended that each Human Lumican standard solution
and each sample be measured in duplicate.

Seal the plate with a new adhesive cover provided and
incubate at 37°C for 90 minutes.

Remove the cover, discard plate content, and blot the plate
onto paper towels or other absorbent material. Do NOT let the
wells completely dry at any fime.

Add 100 L of biotinylated anti-Human Lumican antibody
working solution info each well, seal the plate with a new
adhesive cover provided and incubate at 37°C for 60 minutes.
Wash plate 3 times with 1X Wash Buffer, and each time let
wash buffer stay in the wells for 1 minute. Discard the wash
buffer and blot the plate onto paper towels or other
absorbent material. (Plate Washing Method: Discard the
solution in the plate without touching the side walls. Blot the
plate onto paper towels or other absorbent material. Soak
each well with at least 300 uL 1X Wash Buffer for 1~2 minutes.
Repeat this process two additional times for a total of three
washes. Note: For automated washing, aspirate all wells and
wash three times with 1X Wash Buffer, overfilling wells with 1X
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Wash Buffer. Blot the plate onto paper towels or other
absorbent material.)

12.8 Add 100 uL of prepared ABC working solution into each well,
seal the plate with a new adhesive cover provided and
incubate at 37°C for 30 minutes.

12.9 Wash plate 5 times with 1X Wash Buffer, and each time let
wash buffer stay in the wells for 1-2 minutes. Discard the wash
buffer and blot the plate onto paper towels or other
absorbent material. (See Step 12.7 for plate washing method.)

12.10 Add 90 uL of prepared TMB color developing agent into each
well, seal the plate with a new adhesive cover and incubate
at 37°C in dark for 15-25 minutes.

A Note: For reference only, the opfimal incubation fime should be
determined by end user. And the shades of blue can be seenin the
wells with the four most concentrated Human Lumican standard
solutions; the other wells show no obvious color.

12.11 Add 100 uL of prepared TMB Stop Solution into each well. The
color changes info yellow immediately.

12.12 Read the O.D. absorbance at 450 nm in a microplate reader
within 30 minutes after adding the TMB Stop Solution.
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13.Calculations

The standard curve can be plotted as the relative O.D.450 of each
standard solution (Y) vs. the respective concentration of the
standard solution (X). The Human Lumican concentration of the
samples can be interpolated from the standard curve.

(the relative O.D.450) = (the O.D.450 of each well) — (the O.D.450 of
Zero well).

A Note: if the samples measured were diluted, multiply the dilution
factor to the concentrations from interpolation to obtain the
concentration before dilution.
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14.Typical data
